From the Los Angeles International Airport 
(LAX) or John Wayne Airport (SNA), proceed 
outside baggage claim to the center island. Wait 
at the green “Flyaway, Buses & Long Distance 
Vans” sign (shown below):

o From the Anaheim Train Station (2150 E. 

Katella Avenue, Anaheim, CA 92806) take either: 
- Anaheim Resort Transit (ART) Route 

#15 shuttle: (M-F only) 888-364-ARTS 

or <www.rideart.org> to the Disneyland® 
Resort, or  

- OCTA Bus Route #430: (M-F only) 
<www.octa.net> to the Disneyland® 
Resort, or 

- OCTA Bus Route #50: Exit at the 
Katella-Harbor Blvd. stop with a short 
walk along Harbor Blvd. (approximately 
3 blocks) to the Disneyland® Resort. 

 
o From the Santa Ana Train Station (1000 

E. Santa Ana Blvd., Santa Ana, CA 92701), take:  
- OCTA Bus Route #83 to Disneyland® 

Resort. (OCTA is the Orange County Transportation Authority) 

 
From downtown Los Angeles, you can also take 
the Metro Express Line #460 bus 
<http://www.metro.net> directly to the 
Disneyland® Resort. Picked up in downtown Los 
Angeles at the Metro Green Line Norwalk Station or from 
the Metro Red or Blue lines near the 7thSt/Metro Center.

Approximate Costs: 
• Disneyland® Resort Express from the 

airports: $15-20 one-way, $25-30 round trip 
• FlyAway Shuttle from LAX: $7 one-way 
• MetroLink Train (from Union Station): 

$5.75-$8.50 one-way 
• Amtrak ‘Surfliner’ Train (from Union
